To begin, make sure the vehicle is in gear on level ground. 
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Step 1: Using a T30 remove the 2X bolts holding the headlight mask onto the bike and lift headlight up and 

out; freeing the two posts under the headlight. 

These 2x bolts will be reused. 
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Step 2: Free the clutch cables from the headlight mask (circled) and carefully disconnect the headlight plug 
(boxed), ignition switch (arrow), and both turn signals if applicable. Place the mask and headlight on a 

non-marring work surface to install the XL light.

Turn Signal 2x 
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Step 3:  Remove 2x black T20 screws (circled) holding the orange faceplate to the black underlying plastic 

mount. After the screws are removed carefully release the two tabs (oval) below and remove the orange 

faceplate.  These 2x screws will be reused. 
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Step 4: Remove the stock headlight from the black underlying plastic mount by removing 3x black T20 
screws. 
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Step 5:  
***Before proceeding, install desired lens provided. This can also be done after the light is fully installed 

on to the motorcycle. *** 
 

Install the XL assembly onto the underlying black plastic mount using a 3mm Allen wrench to install 2x 
button head bolts at the locations specified below. Additionally, use a T25 Torx to install the longer thread 

forming screw at the bottom mount. 
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Step 6: Install the assembled underlying plastic mount to the headlight mask by aligning the bottom two 
plastic clips (oval) and re-installing the 2X thread forming screws (circled) using a T20 Torx from step 3.

Step 8: (Hi-Low harness Only)  
Install the Hi-low harness between the stock headlight plug and the XL. Connect the green wire on the 

harness to the green wire on the light. 
 

 
 

 
 

 

Step 7: Loosely re-install the headlight mask onto the bike by re-installing the clutch cables into the 
headlight mask. 
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Step 9: (Dimmer Harness Only) 
Install the Dimmer harness between the stock headlight plug and the XL (circled). Safely tie up the 

independent green wire from the light using a zip tie (boxed). 
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Step 10: Plug the XL into the connector of the bike’s wiring harness reserved for the headlight. Safely tie 
up the green wire to the power cord using a zip tie. 

 

 
 

 
 

Test the functionality of the light and secure the wiring away from hot or moving parts using zip ties.  
Note: XL Pro dimming is minimal 
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Step 11: If applicable, reconnect the ignition switch and both turn signals.

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Step 13: Adjust headlight pitch to desired height by pushing on top or bottom of XL Bezel. 
 

 
 

 

Step 12:  Make sure all wires are tucked away and will not get caught when reinstalling headlight 
assembly. Fully install the headlight assembly back onto the bike using the 2x T30 screws from step 1. 

 

 
 

*Tie all wires away from sharp, hot, and/or rotating components. 

* Re-torque all the fasteners after 100 miles.
