11. Using the included wiring harness, 
route the 2x connectors and switch 
lead from the battery, into the center 
console and above the pedals. Make 
sure the wires do not interfere with

12. Locate the wire passthrough on 
the firewall underneath the dash. With 
an assistant, feed the 2x connectors 
through the passthrough and into the 
engine compartment.

Run 
the wires around the hood hinges to 
the lights. Make sure the wires to not 
pinch or rub on the hinge when 
opening and closing the hood. For XL 
lights, plug in the 3-�‰�]�v���ñ�[�����Æ�š���v�•�]�}�v��
harness to the passenger side lead. 
Plug in the connectors to the lights. 
 
16. Using a 12mm and 10mm wrench, 
connect the positive and negative ring 
terminals to the positive and negative 
battery clamps and reconnect the 
battery.
